· The use of water guns/garden hoses will not be permitted – this is a definite safety concern where horses are involved.
· Excessive and extreme use of the HORN on any automobile will not be permitted, as it also poses a safety concern with horses.

· All commercial entries are subject to a $50 entry fee.  A commercial entry is one that will be advertising a business and requires a $50 entry fee.  Commercial entries NOT on the list of entries will be noted and invoiced after the parade.  There is no entry fee for community groups or non-profit organizations.  Rodeo sponsor entries, at certain levels, are also exempt from the entry fee.

· This must be paid at the time of registration.
· Late entries will be allowed at the end of the parade, however will not be judged.
· Unsuitable entries may be rejected.
ALL ELIGIBLE ENTRIES WILL BE JUDGED FOR “BEST THEME”AND “MOST ORIGINAL” AS WELL AS FOR THE “CATEGORY”.    

In an effort to make our parade an enjoyable event for all participants and spectators, please adhere to the following guidelines:

· Throwing of candy or other items from floats or vehicles will not be permitted.   Handouts may be made by participants walking along the parade route only and NO PEANUTS.
· The use of water guns/water hoses will not be permitted.
· No excessive or extreme HORN blowing from any vehicle.
· No unaccompanied horseback rider under 10 years of age.
· All entries with animals will be inspected – any entries deemed to be unsafe will be denied entry.
· A Fire Extinguisher is recommended for all float entrants.
· All applicants should carry public liability insurance for their own protection.   A minimum of $1,000,000 bodily injury and property damage is recommended.
The Parade Committee will endeavor to conduct the parade in a safe and efficient manner, however the ultimate responsibility for safety lies with each individual entrant.   In the interest of safety for all participants and spectators, those who disregard these guidelines will be requested to withdraw from the parade.
Staging Areas
Due to parade growth, it is important to note the changes to our staging areas and follow the procedures and locations as described below.  Please familiarize yourself with the areas prior to the parade to ensure efficient and safe staging.  Traffic flows will be changed on Parade Day to accommodate proper staging.  Please follow directions by our Parade Volunteers when requested.  PLEASE REMEMBER NOT TO BLOCK THE ALLEYS OR BLOCK THE INTERSECTIONS FOR SAFETY PURPOSES.

Dignitary Staging (parade marshall, invited guests, mayor, aldermen)
Dignitary staging area is on Virginia ST NE facing south between 2nd Ave NE and 1st Ave NE.   Dignitaries can be dropped off along 1st Ave NE and walk up to their parade vehicles.
First Staging Area

Initial staging will occur along Edmonton Trail to 2nd Ave NE.   Proceed as far down 2nd Ave to Virginia Street NE, staying on the right hand side (facing west) to allow for emergency access along the east bound lane.   Line up to the entrance to the Horseman Liquor Store.    
Second Staging Area
Proceed along Edmonton Trail to 3rd Ave NE to Virginia Street NE.   Proceed to 2nd Ave NE (do not block the intersection).   At the point where Virginia St NE widens out, stage on both sides of the street ensuring the centre is open for emergency access.   Both sides can be staged on back to the east parking lot entrance to George McDougall High School.   Do not block the parking lot entrance or the back alley leading to the Town & Country Centre.   Continue staging on 3rd Ave NE in a single line from Allen Street to the service road parallel with Edmonton Trail in front of the condominiums
Third Staging Area
Edmonton Trail to UFA then south along both sides of the service road in front of the two condominium complexes.   Do not block entry into the Town & Country Centre or the condo complexes.   Ensure that the centre is open for emergency access.    
Horse Entry Staging

All horse entries will be staged at the Town & Country Centre parking lot.  Please be respectful when parking as we generally have a large number of entries with limited space.  Overflow parking may be utilized in the parking lot south of the T&C.  Do not block access to the alley way between the T&C and 3rd Ave.  No non-horse entries should be in the T&C staging area.  At 9:00 am horse entries can move toward 3rd Ave along the alley way between the T&C and 3rd Ave.  Please obey the directions from the Parade Volunteer.

Tractor and Automobile Staging

All tractors, motorcycles and automobiles that wish to be judged (no attached floats or wagons) will be staged in the George McDougall parking lot on the east side of the school.  Please access the lot from Virginia St to 3rd Ave.

Band Staging
Bands will stage on the grounds and parking lot of Ecole Airdrie Middle School.

All Community/Non Profit Groups and Commercial entries (floats, decorated and undecorated automobiles) will stage in Staging Areas 1, 2 and 3 ONLY.  Dignitaries will stage along Allen St between 3rd Ave and 1st Ave.

In an effort to keep your group together, please arrive at the staging area as a group.  Otherwise, there is no guarantee that we will be able to facilitate multiple vehicles or large groups without disrupting the staging process.

Staging Time

Staging will start at 7:30 am, when Parade Volunteers will be available to assist with staging (PLEASE DO NOT START PRIOR TO THIS TIME)!!
Judging
A list of registered entrants will be provided to the judges for each category.  Only registered entries will be judged in the appropriate staging areas.  Judging will start at 9:00 am.
